One of the oldest and 
best-documented pilgrimage 
routes to Santiago de Compostela 
in Portugal is the Portuguese 
Interior Route to Santiago, which 
stretches from Viseu to Chaves 
and ends at Verin in the 
well-known Via da Prata.
